Course Content

The specific target is to highlight being witnesses of a holy way of life in ordinary everyday life, which can be the expression of an adult baptismal commitment, an element of communion and a discerning experience in a typical lay vocation which is that of living an ordinary life amidst others worldly commitments. It is also a choice to reflect and follow the way of living of witnesses, who became “saints”, by living a lay way of life.

Objectives 

To stimulate awareness, debate, exchange of ideas and deeper study among the participants and to give them the opportunity to reflect together on the skills required, to work together and in different situations, in the life of the church not only from the psychological point of view and using group dynamics but as a living experience of communion. 

To offer a course designed with the aim of fostering collaboration, with its primary goal (even if not exclusively) of formation for priests who are studying in Rome. On their return to their return to their countries, most of these will be called to collaborate with lay people in their local Churches and to be responsible for the Christian growth and permanent formation of all the baptized.
